Fitment of Cross Bars to Vehicle

Step 1

Ensure that the roof rails are clean, free of dust and
grease. Pre-assemble the End Supports into the
cross-bars. Take care to avoid your hand coming into
contact with any sharp edges.

Remove all end-caps from crossbars to allow access
for assembly of parts.

Slide the end Support along to the desired position
approximating its fixed position on the vehicle’s rails.
(Fig. 1).

Strap is to be held extended to allow the end support
to be located onto the rail bars. (Fig.2)
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& Note: Do Not Extend beyond thread of bolt.

Step 2

secure with Security Bolts provided.

Locate and remove anchor point covers on the vehicle roof trim. Press out
the corresponding tabs on the mounting block for the positions on the

vehicle i.e R,R for Right Hand side of the vehicle and L,L for the Left Hand
side of the vehicle. Locate mounting block over vehicle anchor points and

Note: Grey key is used to secure mounting block to vehicle.
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Step 3

Place the Cross Bar assembly onto the vehicle rail. (Fig 3)
Make sure Cross Bar over hang (x) is even on both sides
and are centrally located between vehicles Rail Bars.
Mark End support position with a pencil and Remove
Cross Bar from vehicle. ( Fig 4)

Remove cross-bars from the vehicle.

Ensuring the ‘Strip edge’ and the ‘crossbar

cut-out edge’ are aligned, mark the strip with a line
that corresponds to the the line you marked on the
crossbar, as instructed in Step 2 of page 1.

Using a Rule and a Blade, score a straight line and
snap off this piece from the length of Undercover Strip.
This becomes Cut Length (A) as shown in (Fig 6).
Slide (A) as far in as possible. Do this for all four

(A) strips. Insert all four End Supports and using the
remaining Undercover Strip, insert into the remainder made in Step 2

of the crossbar cut-out till fully covered. Cut to edge of

crossbar all four (B) strips as shown in (Fig 7).

With the cross-bars removed, line up the undercover line on Strip b
strip with the cut-out on the cross-bar. \ & Sharp edges
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Step 5 Refer to LB (Lock Barrel Kit) Fitting Instructions provided - for assembly of Locking Barrel into Endcap.

Pull back the buffer strip to allow access to the end of
the cross-bar. Insert Endcap into the Cross-bar by
locating the two ‘feet’ of the Endcap into the void
inside the cross-bar (Fig 8).

Push through until End-cap edge comes to rest
against the edge of the cross-bar.

This is important as the Locking Actuator inside the
Endcap has to locate within the Locking slot on the
end of the cross-bar. (Fig 9)
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Step 7 Fig 11

Place the assembled Roof-racks back onto the
vehicle’s rails in the same position as initially
measured against. (Fig 10)

Ensure that both bars are parallel and square

to the front and rear axis of the vehicle and that the
metal straps have located correctly against the rails
ensuring there is adequate ‘cupping’.
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Using the Security Key provided, proceed to tighten
the bolts whilst alternating sides to ensure even
tension is achieved across the bars (Fig.11)

Security Key Metal Strap

Tip: To ensure robust attachment, turn screw through 4-5 full revolutions after achieving a snug condition
between the End Support & Inner Strap against the Rail bar (ie. 4-5 turns after eliminating all free-play in system)

Final Check ’
After loading the roof-racks, check the tightness of all bolts and ensure

that the metal straps are positively engaged and tight up against the

vehicle’s rails. ' ,)./-
Ensure the Endcap is locked against the Cross-bar by turning the key LOCK

90° anti-clockwise to the locked position. ( Fig.12)

Store the keys in a safe location: Unlocked

eg. Car key chain or Glove compartment of vehicle. ‘: \
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Usage Instructions

- Loads should be evenly distributed and secured. A number of accessories for carrying special loads are available.

ONLY use NON-STRETCH tie down straps.

- Any weight carried on the vehicle will adversely affect its handling, particularly in cornering and/or crosswinds, and therefore the vehicle
should be driven with increased caution.

- Regularly check the tightness of the securing Metal Straps and the security of the load.
