Interconnecting blocks are used to increase tray
rigidity.
This forms part of the Low Mount fitment to

increase the rigidity of the tray without the support
of the full length cross bars.

Are your cross bars curved?

Curvature adaptors are designed to be used with
curved cross bars to create a flat platform to
mount the tray.

Requires 2 x 25-0313 for a 2 bar installation

Are your cross bars narrow?

You can locate the mounting blocks inboard of the
first plank with the use of the side supports (see
steps 10 and 11).

See page 3 to determine if you need a side
support Kit.



STAGE 1
TRAY CONFIGURATION

The Titan Flat Tray is designed to be highly versatile.
Check if you need curvature adaptors or a side support kit to fit the Titan Flat Tray to your
vehicle by following steps 1 and 2 helow.

STAGE 2
BUILD YOUR FLAT TRAY

Place inner planks (A) upside
down on a large, flat surface.

Insert U-nuts (D) into both
ends of inner planks

Attach side planks (C) to end
plank (B) using corner pieces (J)

Place end plank (B) upside
down over ends of inner
planks (A).

Loosely fix end plank (B) to
inner planks (A) using screws
(E) and washers (F)

0 Are you using a low mount fitment?
If no, skip this step.

Insert the interconnecting
blocks (M) between the inner
planks as pictured.

Follow the steps for either standard mount
(steps 8 and 9) or narrow crossbar mount
(steps 10 and 11) based on the measurements
you made in step 2.

Attach remaining end plank (B) to remaining
corner pieces (J) and set aside to step 9/11

Secure side supports in each
corner using the M6 bolt and

WARNING & CARE INSTRUCTIONS

o IMPORTANT

Please ensure the Flat Tray is fitted in accordance with the
fitting instructions. It is important that you observe all
recommendations outlined below.

Routinely and regularly check the proper functioning of the
Titan Tray and Accessories, and tighten all screws, bolts,
nuts, connections and straps. Immediately replace any worn
or damaged components

Remove Tray and Roof Racks before entering an automatic
car wash

Store fitting instructions in the glove compartment of
your vehicle

Maximum load carrying capacity for the Titan Tray is 300kg
under static loading conditions

» Ensure the load is evenly distributed across planks

Actual load carrying capacity will be restricted by:

- Load carrying capacity of your vehicle (refer to owner’s
manual) Actual load on vehicle = Roof Rack weight +
Tray weight + Cargo

- Load carrying capacity of your Roof Racks (refer product
specifications) Actual load on Roof Racks = Tray weight
+ Cargo

Handling characteristics of the vehicle change when
traveling with a load on the roof. Exercise extreme care when
transporting larger wind resisting loads. Safe braking distance
and negotiating corners should be given special attention

Safety weight reduction of 1.5 should be observed from the
total carrying capacity (eg. 60kg/1.5 becomes 40kg) when
used in off-road conditions

Avoid using tie down attachments within 40mm of the
entrance of the accessory channel (see figure below)
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When using straps to secure load, it is recommended that
strap angle should be greater than 20 degrees (see figure
below). Avoid excessive strap loading, if the angle is less
than 20 degrees

original purchaser of the entire Titan Tray.

If a defect appears in the Titan Tray before the end of the warranty
period and Rola finds the Titan Tray to be defective in materials or
workmanship, Rola will, in its sole discretion, either:

1. Repair the Titan Tray or the defective component of the Titan Tray
free of charge;

2. Replace the Titan Tray or the defective component of the Titan Tray; or

3. Refund the purchase price of the Titan Tray to the original purchaser.
Rola reserves the right to change the design, specifications or composition
of the Titan Tray without notice and without liability.

Rola reserves the right to replace defective products or components with
products or components of similar quality, grade and composition, where an
identical product or component is not available. Goods presented for repair may
be replaced by refurbished goods of the same type rather than being repaired.
Refurbished parts may be used to repair the goods.

The 5 year warranty does not apply where:

1. The Titan Tray is not installed in compliance with the fitting instructions
provided;

2. The Titan Tray is not used as intended or designed;

3. Any part of the Titan Tray is used with other products or components
not intended to be used in conjunction with the Titan Tray system;

4. The Titan Tray has been on-sold or assigned by the original purchaser;

5. The Titan Tray has been modified or repaired by someone other than
Rola or an authorised Rola stockist;

6. Rola cannot establish any fault in the Titan Tray after testing;

7. The Titan Tray has been subject to abnormal conditions, including fire,
water, humidity, pressure, stress or similar;

8. The defect in the Titan Tray has arisen due to abuse, misuse, neglect
or accident;

9. The defect in the Titan Tray has arisen due to the unlawful or unusual
operation of the vehicle to which it is fitted;

10. The defect in the Titan Tray has arisen due to the purchaser’s failure
to properly assemble, install, fit, maintain or use the Titan Tray in
accordance with the specifications and instructions provided by Rola.

Place tray upside down. Remove fasteners on one side and
remove the end plank.

For TFT1212, TFT1512 & TFT1812:

Insert the three interconnecting blocks between the four centre
planks.

Position interconnecting blocks in the centre of the tray.

For TFT2014:

Insert the four interconnecting blocks between the five centre
planks. Re-install the end plank and fasteners.
Position interconnecting blocks in the centre of the tray. Tighten fasteners securely.

Cut the under-cover strips to the required lengths for each Low Mount.

Tip: Measure the required lengths while the tray is in the desired
location on the vehicle roof rails.

Push Down

Ensure end support is
engaged under rail

Ensure the tray is in your desired location on the roof. Ensure the tray
will not interfere with a sun roof or other protrusions.

Securely tighten the bolts with the security key while pushing down
on the tray to properly engage the end support and clamp the rails.

Your low mounted tray is now complete.

It is essential for the proper assembly, operation and use of the roof-rack that the instructions and safety precautions supplied are strictly observed.
The maximum permissible load for your roof rack or tray is the lower of the maximum load capacity specified in your vehicle operation manual, or
specified as applying to the roof-rack or tray. Do not exceed the maximum specified load capacity.

Maximum permissible load = weight of the roof-rack and tray + weight of accessories + weight of cargo load.

When fitting the roof-rack and transporting a load, ensure the vehicle’s functions are not impaired (e.g. sunroof, aerials, windscreen wipers, mirrors).
Hatch and wagon vehicles should be inspected for adequate clearance for full opening operation of the boot/tailgate.

Stop and check all screw connections, bolts and retaining straps after a short distance of travel. Repeat these checks at regular intervals.

WARNINGS

Remember that the fitting of a roof-rack and the transport of a load increases the overall height of the carrying vehicle.
Where the roof-rack is to be used in off-road conditions, a safety weight reduction of 1.5 should be observed from the total carrying capacity (e.g. 60kg

becomes 40kg).
